WHAT DO WE DO IN CHURCH?  
 

            If you are a long-time Lutheran, you probably know that the Sunday morning service of Holy  

Communion follows a rather predictable pattern.  If you are new to Lutheranism, you may find that  

surprising.  The Lutheran Church is considered a ―liturgical‖ church, in contrast to the ―non-liturgical‖ 

churches.  In a liturgical church, there is a fixed order of worship; in a non-liturgical church, the order of 

worship is rarely the same from one week to the next, and it is generally made up by the minister. 
 

            So what is liturgy and why do we have it?  The word ―liturgy‖ comes from a Greek word meaning 

a public ceremony of some kind, not necessarily a worship service.  Early Christian churches adopted a 

rather fixed form of public worship, probably in order to conform to  St. Paul‘s exhortation that the  

services of the church be orderly.  In order to devise a predictable form of worship, the first churches 

drew upon their roots in Judaism.   
 

            The Sabbath services of the Jewish synagogue were liturgical and orderly.  At the beginning, there 

would be a calling of the people together and invoking the name of God.  One familiar prayer begins 

―Hear, O Israel, the Lord is God, the Lord is One.‖ These invocations would be followed by a series of 

prayers, all having certain petitions to be prayed.  The high point of the synagogue service was the  

opening of the Ark, a large, ornately decorated case containing the scrolls of the first five books of 

Moses.  These are the scrolls of the law, called the Torah.  With much ceremony, a scroll would be  

chosen and unrolled to a certain point, where the rabbi would read or chant a lesson.  There would follow 

a lesson from the prophets, called the Haphtara, which would further illuminate or illustrate the Torah  

lesson.  After that, the rabbi would preach a sermon, explaining the passages just read to his congrega-

tion.  The service might conclude with more prayers, the singing of a psalm, and a hymn glorifying God 

(a ―doxology‖).   
 

 

            So we Lutheran Christians start with invocations and prayers.  Instead of reading from the Books 

of the Law, we read from the Old Testament and one of the Epistles.  We sing or say a psalm, and then 

we read from the Gospel.  After that, the pastor preaches a sermon.  So far, this is similar to a Jewish  

Sabbath liturgy, except that we have added Christian scriptures and changed the order of things a bit.   

What follows, however, is not found in the synagogue at all.  It is the Communion or Holy Eucharist 

(from a Greek word meaning ―giving of thanks‖).  This is done because Jesus commanded his followers 

to ―do this . . . in memory of Me.‖   Bread and wine are brought forward and the Words of Institution are 

read.  After the Communion, the service concludes with a hymn of thanksgiving and a benediction or 

closing prayer.  Individual congregations have some leeway in deciding to insert other hymns and 

prayers, so the liturgy from one church to another is never exactly the same.  Still, it‘s close enough that if 

you visit another church, you‘ll surely know what‘s going on. 
 

            The liturgical churches include not only the various Lutheran churches, but also the Roman 

Catholic, Episcopal or Anglican, and Eastern Orthodox churches.  You may find some liturgy used in 

other denominations as well.  We retain it because it gives shape to our worship and puts us in touch with 

fellow Christians of other denominations that also use the liturgy.  It‘s a tradition that we value.
